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SPECIES INVENTORY      
We inventory species on all NHBP 

properties.  Inventories of nature and 

management are important as property 

entrusted to NHBP expands.  We take 

particular care of our threatened and 

special concern species.   

Plants�²  We currently have a list of 

over 303 species of plants, more than

European species. We documented the 

first sighting of the State-threatened 

wild river rice in Branch County, and 

confirmed its presence on the mainstem 

of the Kalamazoo River. 

Reptiles & amphibians�² We invento-

ried 8 species of frogs and toads, 3 spe-

cies of snake, and 3 species of turtles (2 

are special concern species in Michi-

gan) on the Reservation this year.  New 

in 2010 was our frog and toad call sur-

veys, which were open to the Tribal 

Community. 

Birds�²  We continued with more than 

20 fixed-point count locations for 

breeding bird surveys at all NHBP 

properties.  This years findings con-

firmed over 75 species of birds, with 

many being neo-tropical migrants (only 

with us in the summer) and 5 threatened 

or special concern species listed by the 

State. 

EXOTIC INSECTS      
In 2010 we continued our work, initi-

ated in 2009, with the Michigan United 

States Department of Agriculture office 

(Animal and Plant Health Inspection 

Service) out of Ann Arbor to provide a 

monitoring station for two of Michi-

exotic insects.  We monitored traps for
